· You must participate in all components of the contest: application, candidate’s luncheon, public speaking, interview, & on-stage presence for consideration as the 2008 Clark Co. 4-H King or Queen. 

Duties:  4-H King and Queen will:
1. Assist with 4-H shows and activities at the 2008 Clark County Fair until crowing the new 4-H King and Queen at the 2009 Clark County Fair.  

2. Promote the Clark County 4-H Program at events such as Project Preview and community parades and festivals.

3. Speak at community functions and to organizations and the media about 4-H (civic organizations, schools, media). 
4. Serve on the Clark County 4-H Committee as a youth representative.

This packet will also include personal interview time (July 22 in the afternoon) and the suggested dress for both your personal interview and Winner’s Review on-stage presence.
