Applicant’s Qualifications & Requirements for Entry:

Contestant cannot be married, or have ever been married, be pregnant or have born a child and must never have held the title of Miss Lamb & Wool for Clark County to be eligible this year’s contest.

· Applicants must be a resident of Clark County or attend a Clark County school and be currently taking a sheep project to the 2008 Clark County Fair.

· Applicants must include with their completed application: a recent photograph of themselves and a written 100-word essay on “Why You Should Eat Lamb?” 

· Applicants must enter themselves.  No one is automatically entered.  The applicant must provide all information requested at application time for her application to be considered by the panel.

· A four-member panel will judge applicants on their application, essay, school and community activities, interests, hobbies and interview.

Duties:  Queen will be expected to:

1. Attend the Clark County Fair 4-H & FFA Market Lamb Show, 4-H & FFA Breeding Show, Open Class Breeding Show and Market Lamb Show to distribute awards.  

2. Attend any promotional activities such as parades, Mall presentations, agricultural Mall display and other sheep events (ex:  Midwest Festival of Fibers… A Wool Gathering).

3. Encouraged to participate in the Sheep Lead Class at the Clark County Fair and the Lamb Cook-off.

4. Assist in selecting the next queen.
